Archaeological Crew Member

SUMMARY: 

Participates as a member of an archeology crew in locating, collecting, recording, and interpreting archaeological data during the survey, testing, excavation, and laboratory phases of an archaeology project.

DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES: 

1. Performs systematic observation of possible archeological field sites using accurate mapping techniques and established field recording methods; interprets data using topographic maps and aerial photographs; establishes site boundaries by walking through areas and using surveying instruments.

2. Excavates archeological sites using shovels, buckets, and other digging tools; records relevant features by list, drawing, camera, and other appropriate means; packs and transports artifacts such as rocks, bones, and soil samples; completes field data forms.

3. Identifies, records, and maps archaelogical sites, and conducts field analysis of artifacts.

4. Participates in archeological laboratory activities such as recordkeeping and soil sample processing; cleans, counts, and catalogues artifacts.

5. Participates in activities to reconstruct and preserve artifacts such as ceramic pottery shards.

6. May oversee the activities of archeological assistants on a per-task basis.

7. Performs miscellaneous job-related duties as assigned.

At least 2 years of archaeological field experience.
