SUMMARY: 

Assist student-athletes with reaching their academic goals through enhancing their study skills, supporting their transition from high school to college, and assisting them with balancing the requirements of being a student and an athlete.

DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES:

1. Encourage proactive learning and discourage academic fraud.

2. Assist students with achieving a better understanding of specific subject material(s).

3. Engage students in a discussion of the course content, answer questions, and explain general concepts.

4. Help student-athletes develop self-confidence, raise self-concept, and reduce anxiety or fear of failure in academic work.

5. Establish and maintain a professional rapport with students and other tutors.

6. Serve as a role model for students.

7. Attend monthly meetings and training sessions.

8. Check and respond to email(s) for work assignments, meetings, etc. at least twice a day, between the times of 8 AM –12 PM and 1-5 PM.

9. Be prepared for tutoring sessions.

10. Be familiar with course syllabus, course assignments, and requirements of the class you tutor.

11. Document tutoring hours on time sheet and student sign-in sheet(s).

12. Other job-related duties as assigned.

MINIMUM JOB REQUIREMENTS:

Knowledge of NCAA regulations and ethics regarding tutoring student athletes.

Knowledge of the specific course material and subject matter will vary.
