Works in the Child Life Program at UNM Hospital working with children and their families. 

DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES :

1. To provide developmentally appropriate, educational, and recreational activities that insure that the social, physical, cognitive, and emotional needs of the patients are being meet at the bedside, in the playroom and clinic waiting room areas.

2. To communicate concerns regarding behavioral, growth and development observations of pediatric patients with division team leader or Family Support team member.

3.  To interact with other hospital professionals in promoting the physical and psychological well being of pediatric patients.

4. To provide and model activities that demonstrate to parent’s appropriate and alternative interactions with their child concerning normal growth and development. 

5. To interpret the program philosophy to volunteers and students in related fields.

6. To complete patient care / activity logs and other administrative tasks as necessary.

7. To be responsible for the maintenance of the therapeutic play and clinic environment.

8. To assist community organizations with providing patient care interactions as well as distributing gifts and donations.

9.  To provide interactions specific to the scope of Child Life Assistant responsibilities 

     regardless of background, experience or professional orientation.
