SUMMARY: 

Under general supervision, constructs, modifies, and/or alters a range of costumes for use in locally produced plays and other media events. 

DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES: 

1. Stitches cloth into finished garments; performs a variety of hand and machine stitches.

2. Cuts and prepares various costume patterns for fitting.

3. Cuts cloth from patterns and constructs the cut cloth into fitted costumes; fits patterns and cloth to actors and dancers.

4. Performs both hand and machine finishing to costumes, as appropriate.

5. Assists with costume enhancements, modifications, and alterations, as necessary.

6. Ensures proper care in the use and maintenance of equipment and supplies; promotes continuous improvement of workplace safety and environmental practices.

7. Performs miscellaneous job-related duties as assigned.

KNOWLEDGE, SKILLS, AND ABILITIES REQUIRED:
· Experience with machine sewing, hand sewing, and craftwork.

· Ability to work under strict deadlines.

· Knowledge of costume design.

· Ability to work independently.

· Familiarity with theatrical costume construction preferred, but not required.

· Costume shop experience preferred, but not required.
