SUMMARY: 

Under general supervision, utilizes standard Geospatial Information Technology (GIT) to process spatial and nonspatial data within established parameters as to method and technique. Performs routine programming and modeling using GIT software. Uses basic GIT procedures to produce hard copy and digital map products and application software.

4. Creates reports, charts, user manuals, and hardcopy/digital maps from provided geospatial data, in a timeframe suitable to the end user.

5. Works as a team member with staff and/or other student employees on various GIT projects.

6. Performs miscellaneous job-related duties as assigned.
