Junior Pavement Evaluation Technician

SUMMARY:

Highly independent work traveling around the State of New Mexico gathering and testing pavement sample from the roads.

DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES:
1. Attend UNM drivers training and obtain a UNM divers license.
2. Complete UNM/NMDOT safety training programs.

3. Complete UNM/NMDOT pavement evaluation training.

4. Perform pavement evaluation, including

· Recognizing pavement distresses and rating flexible and rigid pavements according to criteria on pavement distresses provided by NMDOT

· Planning travel routes in Northern New Mexico in the most efficient manner to meet the project requirements for the number of sites assigned to each evaluation team 

· Maintaining all assigned vehicles and equipment to perform pavement evaluations

· Evaluating and collecting data ten hours per day from 7:00 AM until 5:00 PM four days per week for the specified project duration

· Entering all evaluations into a NMDOT database in a timely and accurate manner

5. Document expenses and submit timely travel vouchers for reimbursement of project-related expenses.

6. Other job-job related duties as necessary or assigned.
MINIMUM JOB REQUIREMENTS:

UNM student and have completed a minimum of six credit hours in the spring semester and have pre-registered for at least six credit hours in the fall semester.  

Valid U.S. drivers license and have a clean driving record.  

Students who had taken basic engineering courses and understood the mechanics and math involved. Some of the courses include: Engineering Static's CE 202, Calculus I Math 162, General Chemistry/Lab Chem 121, and Mechanics of Materials CE 305

KNOWLEDGE, SKILLS, AND ABILITIES REQUIRED:
