Lobo League Official

SUMMARY: 

Under general supervision, officiates at volleyball matches held under the auspices of the Lobo League. Attends to playing courts and nets, monitors and regulates matches, and enforces Lobo League rules during matches.

DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES: 

1. Prepares playing courts prior to matches, to include complete net set up.

2. Monitors and regulates matches to ensure the maintenance of established time schedules, ensuring that matches begin on time.

1. Monitors and enforces conformance with Lobo League rules and regulations during matches; reports violations to the coordinator on duty.

2. Records and submits scores of all matches refereed, along with completed referee evaluation sheets.

3. Disassembles nets and performs general housekeeping of court area after the completion of matches.

4. Provides courtesy assistance to all Lobo League players.

5. Performs miscellaneous job-related duties as assigned.

MINIMUM JOB REQUIREMENTS:
High school diploma or GED; no previous work experience required. 

KNOWLEDGE, SKILLS, AND ABILITIES REQUIRED:
· Organizing and coordinating skills.

· Advanced knowledge and understanding of the principles and playing rules/procedures of the game of volleyball.

· Knowledge of volleyball court and net configuration requirements.

· Working knowledge of Lobo League rules and regulations.

· Ability to operate calmly and effectively under stressful conditions.

· Records maintenance skills.

WORKING CONDITIONS AND PHYSICAL EFFORT: 

· Work involves considerable exposure to unusual elements, such as extreme temperatures, dirt, dust, fumes, smoke, unpleasant odors, and/or loud noises.

· Considerable physical activity. Requires heavy physical work; heavy lifting, pushing, or pulling required of objects up to 50 pounds. Physical work is a primary part (more than 70%) of job.

· Work environment involves some exposure to hazards or physical risks, which require following basic safety precautions.
