2. Prepares chemistry and processes and prints black-and-white and color film.

3. Provides technical assistance to the university community regarding photographic needs.

4. Orders supplies and performs routine maintenance on photographic equipment and studio.

5. Maintains records of work performed.

6. May design and produce graphics and slides using computers and imaging software.

7. May provide location services, including documentation of special events and clinical/surgical processes.

8. May participate in departmental and/or institutional marketing.

9. Performs miscellaneous job-related duties as assigned.
