Research Assistant III

SUMMARY:

Assists professors and perhaps departments with specific research projects, including data collection and analysis, writing and editing, and lab work.

DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES:

1. Data collection, organization, analysis, and maintenance (i.e. interviewing, survey creation and compiling, etc.)

2. Statistical analysis.

3. Drafting and editing papers and other documents.

4. Laboratory assistance and research.

5. Communication with participants and others involved with the study.

6. Design and give presentations.

7. May train students and other lab assistants.

8. May oversee projects and other research assistants.

9. Other job-related duties as assigned.

MINUMUM JOB REQUIREMENTS:


Graduate level standing or advanced skills required to perform research involved, usually requiring significant (apprx.2 years) practical and/or classroom experience.

KNOWLEDGE, SKILLS, AND ABILITIES:

· Knowledge of MS Office applications, particularly Word, Excel, and PowerPoint.

· Knowledge of research procedure – qualitative and/or quantitative.

· Knowledge of laboratory procedures.

· Classes and/or experience relevant to the research work to be done.

· Must be knowledgeable about the area being researched and the methods and equipment to be used.
