SUMMARY: 

Officiates sporting events, as well as maintains field or court safety and sets up for events..

DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES: 

1. Officiate sporting events, both indoor and outdoor.

2. Ensures field/facility safety.

3. Set up field/facility for practice/games.

4. Assists players coaches and fans with rules.

5. Fills out accident and injury reports when needed.

6. Performs miscellaneous job-related duties as assigned.

KNOWLEDGE, SKILLS, AND ABILITIES REQUIRED:
· Knowledge of the sport to be officiated. 

· Previous playing or officiating experience preferred. 

· American Red Cross First Aid and CPR certification required with 30 days of employment – provided by department.

· Must pass pre-employment criminal background check.

WORKING CONDITIONS AND PHYSICAL EFFORT: 

· Work may involve considerable exposure to unusual elements, such as extreme temperatures, dirt, dust, fumes, smoke, unpleasant odors, and/or loud noises.

· Work environment involves some exposure to hazards or physical risks, which require following basic safety precautions.

· Must be in good physical condition able to keep up with the sport being officiated.
